One of these was to produce our own American custom chassis, which nade a
significant contribution to the conpany's success in the year under review"
said Dieter Siegel, CEO of Rosenbauer International AG

The Rosenbauer G oup's revenues reached a top level of EUR 785.0 million in the
2014 financial year (2013: EUR 737.9 million), marking a year-on-year increase
of 6% The main factors contributing to the rise in revenues were US

manuf acturing and the conpanies in Spain and Singapore, which increased their
delivery levels. The revenues of the recently acquired Rosenbauer UK, based in
Hol nfirth near Manchester, of nore than EUR 3.5 million were included in the
consol i dated financial statements for the first tinme.

Result of operations

At EUR 48.1 mllion, EBIT in the 2014 financial year was up 14% on the previous
year (2013: EUR 42.3 nmillion), while the EBIT margin clinmbed from5.7%to 6.1%
A significant share of this inprovement was accounted for by the German and the
Anerican segnment, the latter of which on account of the further optimnzation of
chassi s production at Rosenbauer Mbtors.

Wi | e consol i dated earni ngs devel oped positively in 2014, the Austria segnent
posted a decline in earnings due to start-up costs in the plant in Leondi ng and
hi gher | ocation costs. To counter these effects, neasures have al ready been
initiated to conpensate for the steady rise in |ocation costs in Austria
relative to international standards.

"Qur line of approach for the current year is to continue growth and enhance
efficiency. W intend to grow sustainably and profitably,"” stated Dieter Siegel.

Orders

The order trend on international export markets was highly satisfactory for the
Rosenbauer Group in 2014. Incomng orders rose to a further record |l evel of EUR
820.4 mllion (2013: EUR 760.6 nmillion) and were therefore once again higher
than in the previous year. This is due in part to a foll ow up order from Saudi
Arabia for EUR 150 mllion.

At EUR 670.2 nmillion (Decenber 31, 2013: EUR 590.1 nillion), the order |evel
remai ned at a high level as of the end of the year despite increased deliveries
towards the end of the year as a result of industry factors. This gives the
Rosenbauer G oup assured capacity utilization at its production facilities in
2015 and good visibility for revenue devel opnent in the nonths ahead.
